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The Graduate School of Global Studies (GSGS) invites applications for the position of research assistant for the
academic year 2026 (from September 21, 2026 to March 31, 2027)

1. 8% ¥ Duties of the Research Assistants (RA)
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An RA is expected to pursue original research activities leading to future research career, and to assist and
participate in events and activities organized by the GSGS and its three graduate programs.
(1) Advancing research projects and improving research skills:
to present research results in the PD & RA seminar at the end of the academic year,
to submit original research papers to GSGS journal AGLOS and other academic journals,
to apply for GS workshop/symposium at least once during the tenure,
to apply for external research funds,
(2) To assist GSGS educational activities:
to assist with preparation and actively participate in conferences, symposia, workshops, FD
activities, and other events organized by the GSGS,
to assist activities and projects organized by the graduate programs in the GSGS.
(3) Assist in proctoring examinations
(including regular undergraduate examinations, undergraduate and graduate entrance examinations)

2. ¥ 5 Recruitment Method
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Open call for current and former graduate students of GSGS who meet application requirements (see #3).



3. JSEE(4 - BH#E Application Requirements / Qualifications
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As of September 21, 2026, those who meet all of the following requirements.

(1) Those enrolled as a student in a PhD program at Sophia in one of the three GSGS programs:
International Relations, Area Studies, Global Studies. (Those who are enrolled in one of the four MA
programs of the GSGS are eligible to apply if they are also applying to one of the PhD programs.
However, their acceptance as RA will be cancelled if they are not enrolled in the PhD program as of
September 21, 2026.)

(2) Those who are promising researchers in their respective fields.

(3) At the time of application, the total period of service at Sophia University as a RA must be two years or
less.

* Applicants who are on a leave of absence at the time of hiring, as well as those who have completed the

doctoral program, are not eligible to apply. If an employee takes a leave of absence during the employment

period, the employment will be terminated.

* Those whose cumulative period of continuous employment at Sophia does not exceed four years and six

months, or those for whom six months or more have elapsed since the expiration of the maximum contract

term (five years).* Recipients of scholarships (from the Japan Student Services Organization or other private
sources) are eligible to apply.

5. BRI - RS8R  Start Date / Employment Contract Period
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(1) Employment is scheduled to begin on September 21, 2026.
(2) The contract period shall be until March 31, 2027.

6. ¥R Working Hours
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Working hours shall be limited to no more than 6 hours per day and 15 hours per week, ensuring that the work
schedule will be arranged to avoid conflicts with the RA’s course work or meeting with advisors.



7. BEBXOZDOMDSEHE Compensation and Other Terms
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(1) Base monthly salary: JPY 94,250 per month for 15 hours of work per week.

(2) Commuting expenses: paid according to the rules of the Sophia School Corporation.

(3) Other: No bonus, pension, and other allowances.

(4) Ifyou have special circumstances and want to hold a concurrent job, such as being a TA/part-time
lecturer at our university or another university, you must follow the guidelines for concurrent employment set
by the university and need to obtain prior permission.
